SEATTLE, WA –With creative collaborations, celebrity connections and pop culture inspirations Seattle Men’s Chorus’ and Seattle Women’s Chorus’ 2010-2011 seasons promise to be not only extraordinarily entertaining, but also innovative and daring.
Now in its eighth season, Seattle Women’s Chorus (SWC) is getting a bit of a makeover. The rapidly growing SWC will move to two new, larger performance venues and host a Fall and Winter concert in lieu of the Holiday and Spring concerts. The Fall concert is co-produced with the Lesbian and Gay Film Festival and Three Dollar Bill Cinema. In October, We are Family will celebrate all types of families. Songs will showcase the whole range of familial connections and will feature material from Rosie O’Donnell’s HBO documentary film A Family is a Family is a Family. Their Winter Concert, Swing into Laugher, held in February 2011 will be in produced in conjunction with Seattle Theatre Group. Expect a very funny celebrity guest to appear with SWC on The Paramount Theatre’s stage.
With the unparalleled success of the television hit Glee, it should come as no surprise that Seattle Men’s Chorus (SMC) will present their own Glee-ful take on that show in Holiday Glee. Expect Glee-inspired production numbers with joyful, merry songs celebrating Glee’s principal message, “It’s OK to be who you are; and more importantly it’s OK to celebrate being who you are.” 
SMC’s Spring Concert, Life is a Cabaret will highlight the German Music scene in the first half of the 20th Century. It will be presented in three acts and include a new commission, to include a men’s chorus, of Jake Heggie’s inspiring  “For a Look or a Touch” based on the diary of 19-year-old Manfred Lewin. Lewin, like many gays, died in the Holocaust. Act I will showcase music of the Weimar Cabaret period (pre-Holocaust) and Act III will feature music of hope and remembrance (post-Holocaust).
The Summer Concert Heartthrobs will pay tribute to the countless male singing groups that have infiltrated American pop culture; going back as far as the Ink Spots up to the Jonas Brothers with the Beatles, the Bee Gees, the Temptations, Menudo, Backsteet Boys, and N'Sync sandwiched in between.
